What’s happening on and off the court…..
Season’s Greetings!

I hope this finds you and your families enjoying the holiday season.  

As we are about to enter into the New Year, I wanted to inform you about some improvements to the club that will be made beginning in January, 2012.  During the past three months, the board has been in the process of evaluating and obtaining bids for repairing the irrigation system on the three soft courts closest to the patio (8, 9, and 10).  We have had problems with our current system distributing water evenly to all areas of these courts, resulting in dry patches on playing surfaces while other areas receive too much water.  The metal pipes on these courts date back to the origin of our club (40+ yrs) and are corroded, thereby reducing water flow.  The board has decided to replace the irrigation system on the six main soft courts (8, 9, 10, 12, 13 and 14) which will improve our water pressure and court coverage and allow for individual watering of these six courts.

This project is scheduled to begin the week of January 9 and will start on Courts 12, 13 & 14 with one or two courts being unavailable to members at a time.  We have chosen to begin the work in January so that we will have the courts in top shape for spring and summer.  Please bear with us and be patient while the work is being completed.  
Thank you in advance for your cooperation.  If you have any questions, feel free to contact a board member.

PLEASE REVIEW OUR GUEST POLICY
SIGNING UP GUESTS:  Cardinal Rule #14:  “A non-member may not be a guest more than once per quarter.  The guest is allowed to play at Cardinal on a social basis and not as a league player.  Multiple members may not invite the same guest more than once per quarter.  Guests must be registered in the pro shop.”  There will be a clipboard hanging by the sign-in board to register players that are non-members.  Please use this board and sign them in when you bring in a non-member.  Cardinal Rule #15:  “A $10 daily pass is now being offered to the facilities of Cardinal for non-members.  This pass will allow non-members to attend one of our many round robins, fill in for fun matches, or come and play with our members as a guest.  (The condition is that they will have to be a member of a tennis club (not just public court players) or on an active USTA league roster.)” Check with the office to let them know who your guest is and sign them up on the clipboard.
Reserving courts for team practice:  Teams are not allowed to reserve courts for their team practice.  If a practice is needed, the team must get up enough players for singles or doubles and sign up like everyone else.  Please review the Cardinal Court Rules.  Try and schedule your team practices to be played during the daytime when play is usually light.  Please review all the Cardinal rules in the new phone directory that will be out in January.
NEWS YOU CAN USE:  Be sure and check the cardinalracquetclub.com website and the 2012 activity calendar which will be up shortly.  We are now able to list all the league matches being played with the time they are to start.  This will be a big aid to our regular members playing in the mornings.  They can check and see how busy the courts will be on any given day.  There will still be a calendar posted on the bulletin board.
MEMBERS, PLEASE!  When playing at the club, please be kind to the ball post scorers, trash cans, nets, etc. and don’t abuse them with your racquet.  These items cost the club money to replace and we certainly don’t want to even think about raising any dues if this breakage continues.  Be sure and turn off the court lights when you leave.  If they are left on when no one is playing, it diminishes the life of the bulbs.  Also, the last one out of the club at night, please be sure and set the locks for the bathrooms and turn out those lights and heaters in the bathrooms, if they are on.
